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Spanish Adventure

The National Society SAR is planning a trip to Spain in May 2010 to honor the contribution that
Spain made during the Revolutionary War. Our travel agent is obtaining group rates for air from
Washington, DC on May 10. We will fly into Madrid on May 11, and stay at the InterContinental Ho-

tel. While in Madrid, we lwthel RoyaltPalace, thes Armaoryntite Plaza dMayort a |
and the OIld Quarter T and visit the US Embassy. We will travel to El Escorial, the palace from which

King Philip 1l ruled the Spanish Empire, and view the tombs of Spanish Monarchs interred there, in-
cluding King Carlos Ill, who assisted the Americans in their revolution against England. Plans are
being made for an audience with the Royal Family. From Madrid, we will day-trip to Toledo, a former
capital of Visigothic Hispania and the Spanish Empire. In Toledo we will see its famous Cathedral

and the Jewish Quarter.

On May 16, we will take the train to Granada, the last of the Moorish kingdoms to be re-conquered
by the Spanish; while there we will tour the Alhambra, before continuing on to Malaga, on the Costa
del Sol. On May 17, we will day trip to Macharaviaya, the home town of Spanish General Bernardo
de Gélvez, and visit the monument to Galvez. On May 18, we will have a reception with the Malaga
Town Council, and then tour the town. On May 19, we will visit the shipyard where a replica of the
brig Galveztown is being built. We will continue on to Ronda, the birthplace of modern bullfighting
three hundred years ago. For those who want to stay longer, there is an optional post tour trip for
three days to Marbella, including a day-trip to Gibraltar and an optional tour to Tangiers, Mo-
